No Pass - No Play

Being that 4-H is an extracurricular activity that is recognized by the Texas Education Agency, 4-H will abide
by the “No Pass,  No Play” ruling.  If you receive failing grades on report cards,  you are ineligible for 4-H
activities (meetings,  clinics,  food show, stock shows, etc.) for 3 weeks.   If you bring your grades back up to
passing,  you may participate again.  We do check grades with all schools in the county.  Also,  for those with
livestock projects,  if a student is ineligible,  the project is also ineligible and someone else cannot show it for you.
